Step 1 – Foot Attachment 

 Measure width of rain gutter on van, front and rear, typically they differ.  

 Approximately at that width measured from the rain gutter attach mounting bracket as shown. Be sure 
there is an equal distance from the center of the cross bow to each foot. 

 Attach van mounting bracket on each bow using 3/8" x 3/4" hex bolts , 3/8” lock washers and 3/8” flat 
washers as shown. 

 Leave loose until you set the assembly onto the vehicle. Most vans rain gutter is wider at front of vehicle.  
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Step 2 – Attach to Rain Gutter  

 Place rear bow assembly at rear of van, approximately 16” from rear of van. Be sure to leave enough 
space for the hand to clear the van when operating the rack. 

 Insert gutter clamp through 
mount foot. 

 Fasten gutter clamp to foot using 
a 5/16” x 1-1/2” carriage bolt, a 
5/16” flat washer and a 5/16” 
lock nut. 

 Be sure the rear bow assembly is 
secure, but can still be moved 
front to rear.  

 Place front bow onto roof of van.  

 Measure to make sure the front 
and rear bow are equal distance 
from each other on both the 
driver and passenger side of van. 

 

 Once both sides are square and equal distance from each other, TIGHTEN. 

 Repeat on all four corners of van.

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Rack Height Adjustment 

 Place padding beneath the rack to keep the rack from scratching the roof. 

 Loosen the 3/8" x 3/4" hex bolts to each side of bow on the same side vehicle.  

 Loosen the 5/16” x 1-1/2” carriage bolts at each end connecting chevy clamp to foot.  

 Be sure to keep gutter mount lightly clamping gutter. 

 Adjust angle of foot until rack is at desired height.
