Step 1 – Attach Load Plates 

 Using a 5/16”-18 x 1” hex head bolt, 5/16” lock 
washer, and 5/16” flat washer, loosely bolt a 
slider plate to a load plate. The press nut on the 
slider plate face up. DO NOT TIGHTEN. 

 Repeat for a remaining load plates. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Slide an assembled load plate onto the middle of the crossbar with the load plate angled flanges facing 
outward. The slider plate should fit into the extrusion so the slider plate 
cannot rotate out of the extrusion. 

 Slide second load plate onto the middle of the crossbar with the load plate 
angled flanges facing inward. 

 Snugly tighten but allow movement. 

 Repeat for second crossbar and third and fourth load plates.

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Step 2 – Assemble Foot Assemblies 

 Insert gutter clamp through the gutter foot rectangular slots as shown. 

 LOOSELY bolt the gutter clamp to the gutter foot using a 5/16” x 1-1/4” carriage bolt, 5/16” flat washer, 
and 5/16” lock nut. DO NOT tighten. 

 Repeat for remaining gutter clamps and gutter feet.  
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Step 3 – Attach Mounting Brackets 

 Using a 5/16”-18 x 1” hex head bolt, 5/16” lock washer, and 5/16” flat washer, loosely bolt a mounting 
plate to a foot assembly. The press nuts on the mounting plate face up. DO NOT TIGHTEN. 

 Repeat for remaining mounting plates and foot assemblies. 

 Slide an assembled foot assembly onto a crossbar 
with the slanted face facing outward.  

 Loosely tighten allowing for movement. 

 Repeat for opposite side of cross bar. 

 Repeat for second crossbar and remaining foot 
assemblies. 
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Step 4 – Attach End Stops 

 Using a 5/16”-18 x 1” hex head bolt, 5/16” lock 
washer, and 5/16” flat washer, loosely bolt a 
slider plate to an end stop. The press nuts on 
the slider plate face up. DO NOT TIGHTEN. 

 Repeat for remaining end stops. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Slide an assembled end stop onto a crossbar with the angled flanges facing outward until slider plate 
aligns with end of crossbar. Be sure to insert slider plate so it cannot rotate. 

 TIGHTEN hardware securing end stop to end of crossbar. 

 Repeat for opposite side of cross bar. 
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Step 5 – Install Rack to Vehicle 

 Set crossbar assembly on vehicle. Be sure feet are inside rain channel on roof and clips are outside 
vehicles roof rain gutter. 

 Center feet and rack to vehicle. 

 While squeezing the clip and foot to each 
side of vehicles roof rain gutter, tighten 
5/16” lock nut until foot is securely fastened 
to vehicle. 

 Tighten hardware connecting foot to 
crossbar. 

 Repeat for opposite side of vehicle.
